
 

 
  
 

Peace Shawl of 3’s 
 
 

 
Skill level: Easy 
 
Length: Approximately 60” – 72” 
 
Yarn:  Any soft, hand-washable worsted weight. 
 
Needles: Size indicated on yarn wrapper. 
 
 
Instructions: 
 
Cast on 63, 69, or 75 stitches (each number is divisible by 3; see our Mission Statement    
         for an explanation of the symbolism.) 
 
Every row: K3, P3, repeat across row. 
        You begin and end every row with K3, creating a 3-stitch seed pattern. 
 
Finishing:  Bind off and weave in ends. 
 
Optional:   Cut remaining yarn (or contrasting yarn) into 12” pieces. Create clusters of 3  
        or 6 strands of yarn. Fold in half. Insert crochet hook in end stitches of shawl, 
        pull cluster through and secure.
